The reality of social media is that we 
cannot chose the context that our posts exist within. Understanding and reacting to the zeitgeist are key skills 
needed for effective navigation of the social media landscape. There are times to post and there are times to listen 
and amplify; this presentation will explore trending topics and appropriate responses relevant to the 
crystallographic community.
